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To pay the debt, they borrow money from lenders, sign promissory notes, and live in extreme poverty
for the next ten years. They dismiss their servant, shift to a small apartment, and Madame Loisel does
all household work herself. Her beauty fades away, and she becomes rough and old before time.
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After ten years, when all debts are finally repaid, Madame Loisel accidentally meets Madame

Forestier on the street. She tells her the truth — that she had lost the borrowed necklace and had
bought another one to replace it. Shocked, Madame Forestier reveals that her original necklace was
not made of real diamonds — it was a fake one, worth only five hundred francs.
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The story ends tragically, showing how Madame Loisel’s pride and desire for luxury destroyed her

life. It gives a powerful message that vanity and materialism can lead to great suffering and that
honesty and contentment are the real jewels of life.
